*NEWS FROM CHURCH COUNCIL ON PASTOR TRANSITION PERIOD  Immanuel’s Church  
Council met with Bishop Katherine Finegan on Wednesday, May 25th, to learn more about next steps due 
to Pastor Steve’s retirement. As of July 1st, Pastor Bre Kinnunen has agreed to serve as our part-time inter-
im pastor. That means that she will be responsible for scheduling pulpit supply and will also be leading one 
Sunday/Monday service a month, with limited administrative duties. Immanuel will also be entering into a 
process of transition led by Pastor Bruce Thorsen to help us say goodbye to Pastor Steve and prepare to 
welcome our next pastor. The process is expected to take about 12-18 months. We will hold this process in 

prayer and ask God to prepare our next pastor even as we get prepared to receive that person into our 
midst. Please watch for more information about an opportunity to join our Transition Team as we work to 
gather all the information necessary to begin the call process. Under the construct of our Constitution, 
members of the Church Council will serve as the Call Committee.

And the one who was seated on the throne said, “See, I am making all things new.” Also he said, “Write this, 
for these words are trustworthy and true.”

We are beginning a transition process that will be a time where together we will be asking the questions, 
“Who is Immanuel now?”, “Who is Immanuel’s neighbor” and “What is God calling Immanuel to do?”  To 
answer these questions, I will be forming a transition team which will plan congregational events where  
each of you can contribute your thoughts and feelings. This is all in preparation to write a profile for Imman-
uel that can be presented to pastoral candidates. It is important to give the most accurate picture of Im-
manuel to a person considering partnering with you in ministry. This is a process that I expect will take 12 – 
18 months to complete. Once the transition team has completed the paperwork necessary, it will be re-
viewed by our bishop. According to your constitution, the call committee is your congregational council. The 
council may add people, although too large of a group can slow down the process. Pastor Bre and I will work 
together during this time of transition. I will find time to get to know you through your congregational activi-
ties and I will also meet with the staff and support them during this time.  Part of this process will be griev-
ing the loss of doing ministry with Pastor Steve. You have been through a great deal with him. Communica-
tion will be extremely important during this time of transition. Please ask questions and I and the leadership 
will keep you informed of the process and progress that we are making. I invite your prayers as this entire 
process is about discerning God’s will for Immanuel.
